Saturday night | attend-
ed Paws for a Cure in Ana-
heim Hills, which raised
money for the American
College of Veterinary Inter-
nal Medicine Foundation.
The foundation provides
grant money to scientists
conducting research into
causes and cures of diseas-
es that affect animals and,
ultimately, humans.

We are, after all, made of
much the same stuff. In
fact, Dr. Richard LeCou-
teur, professor of neurology
and neurosurgery at UC
Davis, talked at the event
about what he termed one
medicine : the concept that
animals and people are
more similar than different,
that research into health
concerns of one species ulti-
mately benefits both.

LeCouteur conducts this
type of research; in fact, he
was one of the doctors who
worked with my friend An-

ita s dog Gracie. Gracie was
diagnosed two years ago
with a glioma, a type of
brain cancer that affects
humans and dogs. The re-
search that she was part of
will ultimately help not just
dogs, but also people and,
who knows, maybe some
other types of mammals as
well.

It made me all warm and
fuzzy to get to talk briefly
with one of the doctors who
knew Gracie; she was a
great little Jack Russell
who would have been glad
to have known she contrib-
uted at the end of her life, as
I know Anita was.

But the college and its
veterinary specialists, each
of whom earns the title
through post-doctoral
study, internships and resi-
dencies, are about more
than cancer. ACVIM diplo-
mates, as theyre known,
specialize in neurology, car-
diology and large and small
animal internal medicine,
along with oncology.

So many of the people at
theevent somanyofusall,
period have been there, on
one side or another of the
exam table, either with a
sick animal in need of spe-
cialized care or as one of the
doctors providing that care

or both.

I ve dealt with many
of them, and have been
amazed at the kindness and
concern exhibited by peo-
ple who work in such high-
stress fields. My dogs, al-
though they don t realize it,
are very grateful, too.
These folks have saved
their lives, kept them going,
and eased my mind and
heart on many occasions.
Then, on Sunday, | was
emcee for the Orange
County SPCA s 11th annual
Walk for the Animals the
second time Ive had the
honor of doing so. The
event was held in Hunting-
ton Beach Central Park.
The OC SPCA does a lot
of good work, including its
Pets Are Wonderful Sup-
port pet-therapy teams,
whose visits bring canine
cheer into area schools,
health-care facilities and
other places. The SPCAs
newest program provides

spay and neuter vouchers
to those who cant afford
the cost of the surgery to al-
ter their pet. Done on a slid-
ing-scale basis, the voucher
program provides all or
part of the cost of the sur-
gery. More than 3,500
vouchers have been issued
in the past year.

Hundreds of dog-human
walking teams way more
than expected showed up
to raise money for these
programs, as well as to as-
sist homeless animals.

The sun cooperated nice-
ly, staying covered until the
walkers  were finished
trekking around the park
and making for a pleasant
time to gather information
on spaying and neutering,
disaster preparedness, first
aid, microchips and more;
to have your pets photo
taken, watch agility and
disc dog demonstrations;
and to shop for yourself or
other pet lovers.

The best part of both
events and certainly a big
reason for all the warm-
and-fuzzy feelings | had
was the fact that all of us
shared a common goal: to
make the world a better
place for animals and, of
course, those of us who love
sharing our time with them.
